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What We Did - Concept Development

Since the last engagement event, the Project Team has been developing and assessing flyover concepts at
both 80 Avenue N.E. and 64 Avenue N.E.

DESIGN CRITERIA The design for these flyovers needs to meet several design criteria, including those set by:

Alberta Transportation [Bridge Design)

City of Calgary [Road, Pedestrian, and Cycle Route Design]
Calgary Fire Department

Calgary Transit

STEP 1 The first step was to assess what options were feasible in meeting all the above requirements. Three
different crossing concepts were developed.

STEP 2 Next, a transportation model was developed to assess how much traffic would use each crossing and the
associated change in traffic volumes in the surrounding area.
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Three (3) different crossing concepts were developed. Note that a flyover at 80 Avenue N.E. is required in all
concepts to accommodate fire and emergency services.

BENEFITS

Improved auto network connectivity between
the communities close to 80 Avenue N.E. east
and west of Stoney Trail.

Less expensive ($) crossing scenario because
only one flyover would be built.

Without a flyover on 64 Avenue N.E., there

are no impacts to the existing dog park and
Manmeet Singh Bhullar Park Park.

Lands, currently reserved for a future flyover at
64 Avenue N.E., may become available for other
uses.

No additional traffic on 64 Avenue N.E.

Most expensive crossing scenario with two full
access flyovers.

Impacts to the existing dog park and Manmeet
Singh Bhullar Park Park.

Additional traffic on 80 Avenue N.E. and at the
intersections adjacent to the flyover.

Will still attract a high volume of additional
traffic onto 80 Avenue:

Traffic volumes estimated to almost double by
the year 2048.

Increased travel time, noise and greenhouse
gas emissions.

Reduced comfort for pedestrians and cyclists.

Not consistent with the existing character and
function of the road.

Larger flyover structure (visual impact).

Requires some changes to currently approved
City of Calgary plans.

There would also be a four lane
crossing on 64 Avenue N.E. serving
all modes; all public traffic would
be directed to the 64 Avenue N.E.
crossing.

Improved connectivity and route options for

transit, emergency services, walking and cycling.

With the exception of transit, no additional
traffic on 80 Avenue N.E.

Maintains the existing character and function of
80 Avenue N.E. as a local road.

Fewest impacts to community/properties
adjacent to 80 Avenue N.E.

Smaller flyover structure (visual impact).

Opportunity to build 64 Avenue N.E. in stages if
and when traffic demand increases.

Aligns with currently approved City of Calgary
plans.

TRADE-OFFS

64 Avenue N.E. is a lower demand automobile
connection compared to 80 Avenue N.E.

High cost scenario with two flyovers.

Impacts to the existing dog park and Manmeet
Singh Bhullar Park Park.
